Tactical Guideline - Structure Fires

This tactical guideline provides assistance in training and operations. Deviations are
likely, depending on particular scene conditions as judged by Command.

In addition to general guidance, this guideline specifically addresses Interior Attack,
Blitz Attack, Search and Rescue, and Limited Area Fires. Additional tactics such as
exposure protection or an exclusively exterior attack may be ordered by Command,
depending on conditions.

On Scene Board
The On Scene Board located on each apparatus identifies tasks and tools necessary for
each task.
By hanging a tag out card on any one of these task positions, a firefighter
assumes responsibility for that task and communicates to others that this task
is being covered.

No firefighter should ever assume responsibility for any task he is not trained
to do. If a firefighter is not comfortable with an assigned task, he should ask
the officer for another assignment.

Tagging out on the board will help us account for all personnel on scene at any
given time, thus improving safety. For safety and security purposes, no
firefighter should be alone during any activities.

The On Scene Board should be used at all incidents.

Immediately upon arrival at the scene, firefighters should hang tag out cards on the
On Scene Board located on the apparatus the hoses are coming from.

All members not tagged out on a designated task should tag out on the "Report
to Command" section of the On Scene Board and stage at the front or back
(whichever faces the scene) of the apparatus the hoses are coming from. In this
location they can quickly be found by Incident Command for assignment.

Before leaving the scene, report to Incident Command. Remember to remove
your tag out card when you leave the scene.
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
