nd on Scene — Nozzl

1. Dress in full gear.
2. Pack out.
3. Stretch the Green Line to the edge of the 20 foot Action Circle.
4. Keep the Green Line out of the rescue vehicle parking area.
5. Stand by on the Green Line.
6. Keep bystanders back at least 50 feet from the scene.
Third on Scene — Traffic
1. Dress in full gear or safety vest.
2. Get needed tools — traffic wand, safety vest, traffic cones, radio.
3. Place cones around truck as needed to establish safe areas and to direct
or stop traffic flow.
4. If necessary, use cones/flares(night) to establish traffic patterns well away
from the accident scene.
5. Keep rescue vehicle parking area clear of other vehicles. Encourage law
enforcement to park way from the rescue vehicle area.
6. Direct traffic as required. Use extreme caution to prevent being hit.
Always have an escape route identified.
Fourth on Scene — Equipment
1. Spread 8’x 8’ tarp on the ground just outside the Action Circle.
2. Remove and arrange on the tarp all equipment from the crash
compartment.
3. On night incidents, get 2 cord reels and set up 500 watt light stands.
Fifth on Scene — Traffic
1. Dress in full gear or safety vest.
2. Get needed tools — traffic wand, safety vest, traffic cones, radio.
3. Place cones as needed to establish safe areas and to direct or stop traffic
flow at the other end of the scene.
4. If necessary, use cones/flares(night) to establish traffic patterns well away
from the accident scene.
5. Keep rescud vehicle parking area clear of other vehicles. Encourage law
enforcement to patk way from the rescue vehicle area.
6. Direct traffic as required. Use extreme caution to prevent being hit.

Always have an escape route identified.
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
